Later, Cla-Val worked with the commercial aviation industry to
develop the first pressurized hydrant refueling system as well as
a complete range of ground fueling nozzles and accessories.
With an emphasis on safety and a commitment to providing the
best quality products in the industry, Cla-Val is the ideal partner
for commercial airports looking to improve the efficiency of their
fueling operations.   

Over the decades,Cla-Val continued to work hand-in-hand with
the US Military to develop fueling products that help keep pilots
safe in the air and refueling crews safe on the ground.
